The presentation "Integration processes in Latvia since 1991: Survey Based Analysis" highlights the main tensions between the two major ethnolinguistic communities in Latvia and patterns of integration of the Russian-speaking population in Latvian society. Based on empirical evidence from qualitative studies and surveys, the author will discuss the following questions: Which situations and political events lead to contrary opinions between the two major ethnolinguistic communities, and which situations and contexts support local integration?
