LImmigrantide I6imumine” on fraas, mida kasutavad k&ik — poliitikud, poliitikaloojad, ajakir-
janikud ja teadlased kogu maailmas — kui kdikehdlmavat raamistikku sotsiaalse sidususe ja
mitmekesisusest Uhtsuse loomiseks parast suuremahulist rannet. Ent nagu vaidab Adrian
Favell oma uues raamatus ,The Integration Nation: Immigration and Colonial Power in Liberal
Democracies”, on integratsiooni juhtm®ote piirkonnas, mida tema nimetab Pdhja-Atlandi 1da-
neks, tegelikult kauaaegse arenguparadigma jatk, mis peegeldab nii eurotsentrilist kolo-
nialismi kui ka Pdhja-Ameerika impeeriumit. See on vdimu tootev kontseptsioon, kuidas
peamiselt valged liberaalsed demokraatiad massiimmigratsioonist kasu I6ikavad, séilitades
samal ajal rassi ja rahvuse hierarhia, samuti kasutab see ankruna Uleilmset ebavdrdsust. Oma
avakdnes esitab Adrian Favell oma t66 kesksed mdtted ning selgitab, kuidas me vdiksime
seda tuumikkontseptsiooni dekoloniaalsete teooriate ja liikumiste esitatud katsumuste sei-
sukohalt migratsiooni-, etnilisuse- ja rassiuuringutes imber motestada.

Uhiskonda I6imuma, et saada selle aktsep-
teeritud lilkkmeks. Vottes seda kriitikat tdsi-
selt, pakun alternatiivse arusaamise 16imi-
misest kui protsessist, mis toimub inimeste
vahel. Selles relatsioonilises 16imimise kasi-
tuses ei kdnele me isikutest, kes on Uhis-
konda rohkem vdi véhem integreeritud, vaid

keskendume Uhiskonna moodustavate ini-
meste vaheliste suhete I6imimisele. Lisaks
teen ettepaneku, et motleksime kdigepealt
pigem vdrdsuse kui kohanemise kUsimu-
sele. Relatsiooniline 1d8imimine on minu
ndgemuse jargi kasulik moiste, et anallt-
sida Uhiskonnas toimuvaid sotsiaalseid
muutusi vordse sotsiaalse seisundi vaate-
nurgast.

Selles ettekandes tutvustatakse integratsiooni dialoogilist mdistet, mis todtati valja Eesti
Uhiskonnas labiviidud varskeimas integratsiooniseires (2021). Toon vélja mitmed puudujaa-
gid, mis esinevad nii levinud Durkheimi ,dhiskonna“ moistel pohineva kontseptualiseerimise
kui ka kriitilise kontseptualiseerimise puhul, mida esindab naiteks dekolonialismi diskursus.
Vaidan, et nii levinud kui kriitilised 1ahenemised kontseptualiseerivad integratsiooni moistet
kas domineeriva vdi domineeritava subjekti positsiooni vaatenurgast etnopoliitilisel valjal ning
seega panustavad hegemoonse status quo taastootmisesse voi sellele vastu seismisesse.
Nende kontseptualiseerimiste poliitiline funktsioon on vdtta moraalselt kdrgem positsioon,
st panna paika staatusest tulenev erinevus ,meie” ja ,nende” vahel, kus ,meid” kirjeldatakse
kui ,korget”ja ,neid” kui ,madalat”. Seega tunnustavad mdlemad Idhenemisviisid binaarse
vastasseisu ainult Uht huvipoolt, jattes samal ajal tunnustamata teise poole huvid ning panus-
tades ndnda vastaspoole radikaliseerumisse. Ettekande pdhiargument vaidab, et riiklikud
integratsiooniuuringud lihtsalt peegeldavad levinud kasitlust ning ndnda ei saa neid pidada
viimasest paremaks vdi halvemaks, sest Uht radikalismi ei saa leevendada teisega. Selles
kontekstis tutvustatakse Eesti integratsiooniseire uuringu kdigus vélja té6tatud alternatiivset
[ahenemist, mis esindab mdddukat subjekti positsiooni nii akadeemilisel kui ka etnopoliitilisel
alal. M6dduka positsioneerimise strateegia holmab mdlema poole subjektide positsioonide
huvialade legitiimsuse osalist tunnustamist. Nende vdistlevad integratsioonidiskursused on
Uhepoolsed, ent neid ei tohiks valedena kdrvale heita, sest need esindavad vastavate alade
objektiivseid huve. Selline positsioneerimise strateegia on illustreeritud ka Biao Xiangi idees
kombineerida migratsiooni- ja integratsiooniuuringutes metodoloogiline natsionalism epis-
temoloogilise biheiviorismiga holistiliseks metateoreetiliseks tandemiks (2015). Mina lisan
Xiangi to6le metateoreetilise triaadilise neksuse ehk lisan akadeemilistel ja sotsiaalaladel
esinevatele binaarsetele vastasseisudele dialoogilise kolmanda elemendi.

Selles vestluses arutlen, et peame katkestama enesestmdistetavana vdetavad ja proble-
maatilised integratsioonimeetmed, mis mdddavad seda, kui hasti inimesed on Idimunud,
hinnates nende keeleoskust, tddtulemusi ning majanduslikku ja poliitilist aktiivsust. Vaja-
dus seada tavaparased integratsioonimeetmed kisimargi alla on ilmne, kui poliitiline jutt,
et ,koik loevad”, on selges vastuolus tegelikkusega, kus teatud inimrihmad ja -profiilid
on mittevajalikud ja mittetahetud.

Vétan aluseks andmed oma pikaajalistest Soome, L&ti ja Uhendkuningriigi projektidest
(2010-2021) ning keskendun kogemustele heaoluriikide, neoliberalismi ja koloniaalillu-
sioonide aluskategooriate kaudu. Vaidan, et heaoluriigid tekitavad teatud sisserandajate
rdhmade suhtes tunde, et neid pole vaja. Selline tegevus on ilmne vanuse, soo ja etni-
liste taustade kokkupuutepunktides. Neoliberaalsed Uhiskonnad sdltuvad pdlvkondlike
muutuste kui demograafilise jou kujuteldavast olukorrast, mis lahendab ,vdimetute” ja
mittevajatud inimeste probleemi. Lisaks on koloniaalillusioonide kohaselt idaeurooplased
valikuliselt vajalikud, aga mittetahetud. V&ttes aluseks inimeste endi arvamusel pdhineva
alt Ules meetodi, viitavad mu jareldused vajadusele kujutada integratsiooni ette muul viisil,
kui me sellest muidu motleme voi radgime.

Mobility in an Integrating Europe (2008), a
collection of essays, Immigration, Integra-
tion and Mobility: New Agendas in Migra-
tion Studies (2015), and a work in migration
theory, The Integration Nation: Immigration
and Colonial Power in Liberal Democracies
(2022). Most recently, he has led the UK
ESRC project, Northern Exposure: Race,
Nation and Disaffection in “Ordinary”
Towns and Cities after Brexit.

THE INTEGRATION NATION

The notion of “immigrant integration” is used everywhere — by politicians, policy makers,
journalists and researchers all around the world — as an all-encompassing framework for
re-building social cohesion and “unity from diversity” after large-scale immigration. Yet,
as Adrian Favell argues in his new book, The Integration Nation: Immigration and Colonial
Power in Liberal Democracies, the dominant idea of integration in what he calls the “North
Atlantic West” is in fact the continuance of a longstanding development paradigm, reflect-
ing both Eurocentric colonialism and North American empire. It is the power generating
conception of how majority white liberal democracies absorb and benefit from mass
migration, while maintaining a hierarchy of race and nationality — and the global ine-
qualities it anchors. In this keynote presentation, Adrian Favell presents the central ideas
of his work, and explains how we may rethink this core concept in migration, ethnic and
racial studies, in the light of the challenge posed by decolonial theory and movements.

After a postdoc at the Justitia
Centre for Advanced Studies in Frankfurt, she
now works as a researcher and policy advisor at

EMMA in The Hague.

In recent years, there has been ample cri-
tiqgue on conceptions of integration in which
some people (‘migrants’) have to ‘integrate
into society’ as to become accepted mem-
bers. Taking these critiques seriously, | pro-
pose an alternative understanding of inte-
gration, as a process taking place between
people. In this relational understanding of
integration, we do not speak of individuals
being more or less integrated in a society,

but instead focus on the integration of the
relations between people who make up
a society together. Further, | suggest we
think of integration first of all as an issue of
equality rather than adaptation. ‘Relational
integration’, | argue, is a useful concept for
analysing processes of social change in
terms of equality in social standing within
society.



RAIVO VETIK IS PROFESSOR OF COMPARATIVE POL-
ITICS AT TALLINN UNIVERSITY. HIS RESEARCH ON
INTEGRATION OF SOCIETY HAS BEEN FOCUSING

Currently, he coordinates an EU grant (mirnet.ee)

research center at Tallinn University.

This presentation will introduce the dialogical notion of ‘integration’, developed in the most
recent integration monitoring of Estonian society (2021). | will highlight several shortcomings
of both the mainstream conceptualization, based on Durkheimian notion of ‘society’, as well
as critical conceptualization, represented, for example, by the decolonial discourse. | will
argue that the mainstream and critical approaches conceptualize the notion of ‘integration’
from the perspective of either dominant or dominated subject position in ethnopolitical field,
and thus, contribute either to reproduction or resistance to the hegemonic status quo. The
political function of these conceptualizations is to take moral high ground, i.e. to establish
status difference between ‘us’ and ‘them’, in which ‘us’ is described in terms of ‘high’ and
‘them’ in terms of ‘low’. Thus, both approaches recognize the field interest of one side of the
binary opposition only, while misrecognizing the field interest of other side, and, as a result,
contribute towards radicalization of the opposition. The key argument of the presentation
posits that the critical approaches in the field of national integration studies represent just
a mirror image of the mainstream, and as such, cannot be considered better or worse than
the latter, as one radicalism cannot be treated with another. In this context, an alternative
approach developed in the context of the Estonian integration monitoring survey is intro-
duced, representing the moderate subject position both in academic and ethnopolitical fields.
The moderate positioning strategy consists in partial recognition of legitimacy of the field
interests of the subject positions of both sides. Their competing discourses on integration
are one-sided, but should not be dismissed as erroneous, as they represent objective inter-
ests in respective fields. Such a positioning strategy is exemplified by Biao Xiang in his idea
to combine methodological nationalism and epistemological behaviourism into a holistic
meta-theoretical tandem in the field of migration and integration studies (2015). My addition
to Xiang is in introducing the idea of meta-theoretical triadic nexus, i. e. in adding a dialogical
third element to the binary oppositions found in academic and social fields.

In this talk, | argue that we must disrupt the taken for granted and problematic integration
measures, which measure how well people are integrated, judging their language skills,
work performance, and economic and political activities. Such a need to problematise
usual integration measures is evident when the political lip service that ‘everyone matters’
is in stark contrast to realities when certain groups and profiles of people are unwanted
and unneeded.

| draw on data from my long-term projects in Finland, Latvia and the UK (2010-2021) and
focus on lived experiences through the lens of fundamental categories of national welfare
states, neoliberalism and colonial imaginaries. National welfare states, | argue, produce
certain groups of migrants as unneeded. Such production is apparent in intersections of
age, gender and racialised ethnicities. Neoliberal societies rely on imaginaries of gener-
ational changes as a demographic force, which will solve the problem of ‘incapable’ and
unneeded. Finally, colonial imaginaries render ‘Eastern Europeans’ as selectively needed
but unwanted. Based on a bottom-up approach to voices of people themselves, my main
findings point towards a need to imagine integration otherwise than we usually think and
talk about it.

In response to the large-scale refugee arrivals in 2015 and 2016, many initiatives have
been launched at the local, national and supranational levels, aiming to provide integration
services for those newly arrived. At the same time, responding to the fact that a number
of EU Member States can be considered as immigration countries for 50 years or more,
integration services become more and more mainstreamed into standard social services.
This led to an intensification and upscaling of already existing practices, various innova-
tions, and a significant increase of entities with a stake in migrant integration, including
a variety of communities of practice. The presentation will focus on the role of COPs in
fostering successful integration and challenges related to the functioning of such com-
munities, namely the accumulation of knowledge and making such knowledge relevant
to practitioners and policymakers.

In its history Lithuania has experienced various phases of migration. In three decades
since the formal restoration of independence in 1991, emigration has been the dominant
migration pattern in Lithuania. Since then, the number of residents living in the country
has dropped by about 24 per cent of the entire population mainly because emigration
highly exceeded immigration. This trend has begun to change in recent years. The num-
ber of emigrants has decreased while that of immigrants is on the rise. For the first time
in 28 years, Lithuania’s resident population slightly increased in 2019. This was mainly
due to positive net migration of foreign citizens. Today irregular migrants entering the
country from Belarus have brought new challenges both for policy makers and society.
The presentation provides an overview of migration patterns in Lithuania — how they have
been changing in three decades since the independence in 1991, what challenges they
have brought and how Lithuania have responded to them, as well as what lessons have
been learnt.

Her current research deals with the
integration of refugees in small towns and rural
regions in Germany, focusing on the role of the
receiving society. In Germany, she is board mem-
ber of the German Network on Refugee Research
and head of the advisory board to the research
department of the Federal Office for Migration
and Refugees in Germany.



In October 1990, the Federal and the
Democratic Republic of Germany formally
re-united after 40 years of separated post-
war development. This date was the start
of a structural adaptation process, which
basically meant the transfer of West Ger-
man structures and regulations to the East-
ern part. Facing a collapsing economy and
a population exodus to West Germany, the
focus was on a rapid approximation of living
conditions in East and West. Thirty years
later, we can look at areas of success,
but also on continuing challenges, which
particularly affect the process of societal
harmonisation. The book title “Integrate us
first!”, written by an East German integra-
tion minister, points to an alienation of East
German society from German mainstream

discourses, such as on integration and
diversity development. This feeling strongly
increased in the context of the so-called
“refugee crisis” in 2015 due to the over-
whelming welcome in mostly West German
cities and concomitant state investment for
asylum seekers, which raised sentiments
of relative deprivation in parts of the East
German society. Furthermore, the lacking
familiarity with ethnic diversity constitute
a fundamental social divide between East
and West Germany, and issues such as
integration, diversity or the defeat of rac-
ism have to be partially renegotiated. This
ongoing story of reunification makes Ger-
many an interesting case study for ques-
tions of integration, diversity and of how to
find a common path into the future.

The following contribution summarizes
from a historical perspective recent devel-
opments of Swiss migration policy with a
particular focus to the challenges given by
the federal system and direct democracy on
integration policy. It starts with a compre-
hensive historical summary on the ration-
ales of immigration to Switzerland and con-
tinues with an institutional analysis of Swiss
migration and integration policies, setting
the focus on federalism, consociationalism

and direct democracy. Deriving from the
legal definition of integration - as coexist-
ence between native and foreign popula-
tion - the state’s task of protecting against
discrimination is deduced. We highlight how
at Cantonal level the prohibition of discrim-
ination and the right to equal opportunities
are differently enshrined in law and differ-
ently implemented, taking to a variation of
realities to reflect on.

She has developed mobile phone based meth-
odology and conducted related research since
2004. Her main fields of research are related
to human mobility, including ethnic segregation
and inequality, transnationalism, tourism, urban
studies and spatial planning. She has published a
number of scientific articles about ethnic differ-
ences in people’s use of space, focusing on the
whole activity space of people and different activ-
ity sites (homes, workplaces, leisure time activity
sites, trips abroad, etc.), time dimension and social
networks. She is the main person responsible for
the research and development project ‘Under-
standing the Vicious Circles of Segregation: A
Geographic Perspective’ (2019-2023).

Segregation has been traditionally studied based on place of residence. Spatial mobility
of people continues to grow and an increasing number of activities take place outside
the place of residence. New segregation theories emphasise that segregation in one part
of the activity space (e.g. in residential neighbourhood) affects the segregation in other
parts of the activity space (e.g. in workplace), and that spatial mobility between activity
locations is equally important in the production and reproduction of ethnic inequalities.
The approach in this presentation takes into account people’s entire activity space by
bringing out ethnic differences. Following aspects are outlined in which mobile positioning
data allows to get a more detailed picture of different aspects of segregation:

1) ethnic segregation in different activity places (places of residence, workplaces and

leisure time activity places);

2) ethnic differences in cross-border mobility;
3) temporal variation of ethnic segregation (during a day, a week, a year, and holidays);
4) relationship between social networks and activity space.

The presentation bases on comparison of Russian-speaking minority and Estonian major-

ity in Estonia.
